INITIAL INSTRUCTION
INTRODUCTION

1.
The ARU Corps Competition will take place on Wed 17 Sep 14 at the Aldershot Rugby pitches and ARU Stadium between 0900 and 1745 hrs. Team secretaries must report to the Corps Secretary at 0815 hrs to receive the tournament brief and collect match equipment. 
2.
The aim of the competition is to allow Corps’ to have their initial run out and trial prior to the League Competition starting in October. Therefore it is recognised that some Corps’ may bring more players than just a main squad of 22. Squads can therefore be amended throughout the day. The Competition Rules are at Annex A to this Instruction. 
ADMINISTRATION

3.
Intention to Compete/Nominal Rolls. All Corps’ are to ensure they have affiliated themselves with the ARU in accordance with direction in ARU instructions sent out in July 14. Failure to do so will not make you eligible for playing insurance for any ARU competitions. All Corps Secs (including Womens Teams) are requested to confirm their intention to compete in this years Festival to the Chairman of the Corps Committee by COP Mon 11 Aug 14. On the day of the Festival all Corps’ are to provide a full list of their squads listing No, Rank and Name on the proforma at Annex B to this instruction.
4.
Admin Team. An Admin Team will be required to assist with car parking, statistics and general duties. 27 Regt will be approached to ascertain whether any manpower is available.
5.
Pitches/Facilities. The ARU Stadium and 4 x pitches on Queens Avenue have been booked through Aspire Defence. Changing Rooms will be available for use in Garratts, the Athletics Stadium and the ARU Stadium. However, no changing rooms will be directly allocated to Corps during the day therefore these can be used as required, but Corps’ are to deconflict with other teams. For the Finals, the Stadium changing rooms will be made available for preparation for finalists, although they must be vacated to allow the next finalists in. Officials will have use of a Garratts changing room and the Officials Changing Room in the ARU Stadium until the finals.
6.
Feeding/Refreshments. Lunchtime feeding will be a Hog Roast situated in the Stadium  Compound and all teams will be provided with tickets for one Hog Roast (confirmation of method and timings will be provided at the briefing). Garratts will be open from 0900 hrs to provide light refreshments (tea/coffee/soft drinks) on payment. The bar will be open from 1230 hrs. The allocation of lunch tickets per league will be:

If a Corps Secretary believes they will require additional tickets then the number required must be requested by COP01 Sep 14 and this number must be backed up by the nominal roll on the day.

7.
VIPs. VIPs or sponsors who are invited to attend by their respective Corps Secretaries will be given a meal ticket should they require one, however there will be no formal lunch. Corps secretaries are to bid to the Chairman of the Corps Committee by 01 Sep 14 for any VIP feeding tickets they require.

8.
Medical. A civilian ambulance will be in attendance throughout the day. The ARU Admin Officer is requested to book this ambulance for the day. Teams must make adequate provision for the protection and medical needs of their players. A risk assessment will be conducted by Chairman of the Corps Committee. Only qualified medical personal may move a player from the field of play if they are deemed injured. All medical incidents and injuries must be reported to the Chairman Corps Rugby who will pass the details onto the appropriate authority. 

9.
Travel. Under ASBC regulations, all teams may claim for their travel to this Corps level sporting event but it must count as one of the teams allocated travel events. Individuals must use unit UIN ref to POT 16 and control number 1E1 1403. Corps are to note that claims can only be made for the usual squad sizes for this Competition, namely up to 25 for the XVs comp, and 17 for the Xs. Corps secretaries are to ensure that optimum use is made of hire cars, and that group travel is maximised.
10.
Parking. Parking in Garretts and the ARU Stadium Car Park will not be possible for Corps’ and players. All team transport/players are to park in the car park to the rear of the ARU Stadium (by the Hockey Pitches) or in the car park on the corner of Queens Avenue and Princess Avenue. Garratts and the ARU Stadium will be for Officials only or VIPS if they attend (although there will be no allocated spaces). The Car Parks will be manned by the Admin Party and their instructions are to be adhered to. Teams may be allowed one vehicle onto Queens Avenue to set up Corps Gazeobo/Admin Areas – but these are to be moved off the ground once set up. No parking is allowed on the track between the tree’s and pavement on Queens Avenue.
11.
Match Officials. Appts Sec CSRR is requested to allocate sufficient Officials for the day’s matches. Referees should wear their respective Union shirt. Referees will change in the officials and home changing room of the Garratts and the ARU stadium. Referees are requested to attend the prize giving to receive a memento of the day. 

12.
Equipment. Each team will receive three rugby match balls available at morning registration which are to be used during the competition and for Corps games, once they have provided their nominal rolls.
13.
Presentations. Corps Secretaries RE, AGC and AGC Women are requested to make sure that the trophies have been engraved from last year and are either returned to the Chairman Corps Committee or are available on the day. Trophies will be presented to players in the Finals – Winners and Runners Up. 
14.
Publicity. SSVC and Soldier Magazine will be approached to cover the event.
15.
Corps Chairman POC. Note that the Corps Chairman is moving to Bristol at the end of August. Therefore please direct all correspondence to my personal role email – paul.stannett762@mod.uk. 
SUMMARY

16.
The ARU One Day Corps Festival has been designed to enable the games to play in a controlled manner that allows as much participation as possible. The new structures and funding in place for community rugby will ensure a solid platform for the season and allow our rugby players to get out and play at a higher level with the real chance of progressing to the Army side.

aru corps festival 17 sep 14 - Competition RULES
1.
The competition will consist of twelve male and six women’s teams (all Corps being represented) split into three leagues as a result of final placing at the end of the 2013 - 2014 season. After playing a series of round robin matches the teams finishing first and second in each league will play off in a final. Teams will be awarded 3 points for a win, 1 for a draw, 0 for a loss. There will be presentations for all winners and runners up at the end of the competition. 

2.
 League 1 – XVs. The XVs competition for League 1 will play 12 mins each way with a 2 min half time. Up to 22 players may be nominated for each match, although this 22 can be changed between matches. Normal RFU laws will be played less for:

(1)
All kicks at goal must be drop kicks.
3.
League 2 and Women – Xs. The Xs competition for League 2 and Women will play 12 mins each way with 2 min half time. Up to 17 players may be nominated for each match, although this 17 can be changed between matches. Normal RFU laws will be played less for:

(1)
All kicks at goal must be drop kicks.

(2)
Only the scrum half can take the ball from the base of the scrum.

(3)
There will be five players in the scrum at all times.
4.
In the event of a draw in the final of each league, 5 mins each way will be played until the first score occurs at which time the Corps scoring will be considered the winner and the Final will be concluded.

5.
Player discipline will take the normal yellow and red card format. The award of a yellow card will result in a 5 min sin bin for both XVs and Xs competitions. A red card will result in the player not being able to take any further part in the days play and will result in formal disciplinary proceedings under the ARU Discipline Panel.

6.
For the finals, the nominated squads must remain the same throughout the final.
