MEMORANDUM FROM ARU DIRECTOR OF DISCIPLINE AND GOVERNANCE – DETERRENCE REGARDING SANCTIONS ON REGULATION 19 – LAW 10.4 (m) MATCH OFFICIAL ABUSE

RFU Regulations 16/17 – Regulation 19.

This is a memorandum to all clubs/units within the Army Rugby Union Constituent Body.  Following on from Season 2016/17 there have been five instances of Discipline Panels giving sanctions for Match Official Abuse against Reference A, Law 10.4 (m) Match Official Abuse.  These offences accounted for 20% of 2016/17 seasons cases.  This is above the national average for CBs.
2.
The aim of this memorandum is to notify all clubs/units within the ARU CB of this trend and to require all managers/coaches to brief their players and coaching staff accordingly that this behaviour on or off the field of play is not acceptable.  This is of particular concern for the ARU as it not only constitutes a failure to meet sporting regulations but it is also a failure to meet our wider Values and Standards.

Further instances of this foul play being brought before an ARU Discipline Panel will result in TWO additional weeks being added for aggravation at the Panel to act as a deterrent.
