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CALLING NOTICE FOR THE 2020 RAF AKROTIRI RUGBY 10s 
1.
By kind permission of the Station Commander the annual RAF Akrotiri International Rugby 10s will take place 18 - 22 May 20.  This Calling Notice will serve as an initial reference for teams wishing to take part and will provide guidance on the following; 

a) Team Entry & Anticipated Costs.
b) Accommodation  
c) Travel Arrangements.
Team Entry

2.
Teams from across Defence are invited to enter the competition by completing the entry form at Annex A.  At this stage, we are hoping to have at least 20 teams including a ladies tournament being held concurrently. If more accommodation is made available, then more off island teams will be accepted in to the tournament. 
3.
The tournament format will be published once we confirm the number of teams taking part.  It is anticipated that the Group Stages will be held on the 20th, Quarter-finals/Semi-finals 21st and Finals Night with an after tournament party on the 22nd May.
4.
To provide clarity and ensure a level playing field the drawing of teams in to groups will take place during the arrivals brief on Monday 18th May. 

5.
The tournament laws & rules will be sent out to all team managers prior to the tournament starting.  It will be played in accordance with the Regulations & Laws of the game as set out by World Rugby, the Rugby Football Union (RFU) and respective Service constituent bodies.  
6.
The entry fee is set at £300 per team, payment details can be found on Annex B.  On arrival each team will be issued with a cool box and a pitch side medical bag (not including strapping materials).  If available, fridges and washing machines will be provided in the accommodation.  This entry fee is set at the minimum needed to finance the event and it should be noted that the tournament organisers make no profit, the entry fee funds; 
a.   Bottled Water for every person during play. 

b.   Trophies. 

c.   Tournament Entertainment costs.

d.   Labour and security costs.

7.
Prior to submitting an entry form teams should consider the following costs and seek approval for funding from Service Unions, Sports Lotteries, Welfare funds, Unit/Regt/Corps etc; 

a. Cost of flights (approx. £200 pp)
b. Hire car fees (approx. £15 per vehicle per day)

c. Airport transfer costs (approx. £300 return) 

Accommodation
8.
The Station Commander understands the demand on accommodation the tournament brings and he is fully committed to providing every visiting team with suitable accommodation.  On-going communications between the station Accommodation Cell, DIO and tournament organisers will ensure we can meet the demand, it may not be 5 star quality but it will be a bed in a barrack block. Tents will NOT be considered. 

Travel Arrangements

9.
Whilst there is a twice weekly military flight to Cyprus this service is often at capacity with duty and operational passengers. Teams considering the use of this service do so with a very high risk of not making it to the event. To guarantee getting to the tournament we advise teams to travel to and from Cyprus using commercial airlines. 

10.
A search of flights this week has shown numerous possibilities all at a reasonable cost if booked early.  By going through the groups department of the airlines then all that is required is a small deposit now and balance a few weeks before departure, most will not need names until 2-4 weeks before departure. So, if you do not yet know your squad, that’s not a problem, securing cheap flights MUST be the priority.

To keep the cost down when using these commercial flights, we are again exploring the option allowing teams to fly all their kit and support equipment by military aircraft from RAF Brize Norton as Air Cargo. Near the time, advice on despatching kit this way will be communicated to all registered teams. 

12.
Transport from and to Cyprus airports will come at a cost but we are committed to keeping this to an absolute minimum, where possible teams will share transport to keep the cost down. At present the exact price is not known but, teams should budget for around £300. 

Summary

13.
Following the hard work and success of the 2019 event, the cttee are aiming to return the 35th Akrotiri 10’s to its former glory, expanding the number of teams and reintroducing a ladies tournament. Throughout its history hundreds of teams have competed and the Akrotiri 10s is now the biggest overseas rugby event within the services. The event receives full support from the Station Commander who is behind the continued growth of the tournament. 
The organising committee will work tirelessly to ensure every team taking part has a rewarding experience both on and off the field. 

14.
The unit is heavily committed supporting operations and that must continue alongside the running of this event, it can be achieved and we therefore welcome your entry in to the 2020 event.
